Whereas, an Information Report in [.LR.No. 05/2026, dated 05-02-2026 has been laid before this Court by the
Station House Officer, Thirubhuvanai Police Station, Puducherry under section 163 of the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha
Sanhita, 2023, stating that the counter petitioner Thiru Jana @ Janarthanan is a habitual offender and history-sheeted
rowdy whose presence and activities within Kalitheerthalkuppam and surrounding areas are prejudicial to the
maintenance of public peace and tranquility;
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And whereas, it is reported that Kalitheerthalkuppam village falls within the territorial jurisdiction of
Thirubhuvanai Police Station and also within the jurisdiction of this Hon’ble Court, and that the counter petitioner
is a permanent resident of the said village;

And whereas, the Information Report discloses that the counter petitioner has been repeatedly involved in
grave and heinous offences affecting human body and property, including unlawful assembly, rioting with deadly
weapons, murder, attempt to murder, robbery, criminal intimidation, offences under the Explosive Substances Act,
Arms Act, NDPS Act and other serious penal provisions registered both in the Union territory of Puducherry and
the State of Tamil Nadu;

And whereas, as per records placed before this Court, you have been involved in the following criminal
cases (SI.No. 1 to 31) registered in Puducherry and Tamil Nadu, as detailed below:

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And whereas, summons were duly served on the counter petitioner and the matter was posted for enquiry
on 19-02-2026 and 26-02-2026; and on both the hearing dates, the counter petitioner appeared before this Court.
The Petitioner/Station House Officer was also present and reiterated the contents of the Information Report;

And whereas, during the course of enquiry, the Station House Officer submitted that the counter petitioner
was recently released from Central Prison, Kalapet and subsequent to his release, he has resumed activities
detrimental to public peace by conducting unlawful “panchayats” in the locality, summoning individuals, interfering
in civil disputes, intimidating residents and merchants and asserting unlawful dominance in the area;

And whereas, it has been specifically stated that due to the counter petitioner’s criminal antecedents and
violent background, the general public is under constant fear and is unwilling to come forward to lodge complaints
against him, apprehending retaliation and harm to their life and property;

And whereas, it has further been submitted that the counter petitioner is attempting to reestablish his
influence in the locality by exploiting fear psychosis among residents and youth and that his continued presence
in Kalitheerthalkuppam is likely to create imminent breach of peace and disturbance to public tranquility;

And whereas, it is pertinent to note that the antecedents reveal involvement in grave offences including
murder under section 302 IPC, attempt to murder under section 307 IPC, robbery, offences under the Explosive
Substances Act, Arms Act and NDPS Act. The frequency, gravity and continuity of the offences demonstrate
a habitual pattern of conduct prejudicial to maintenance of public order and indicate that ordinary law enforcement
measures have not yielded effective deterrence;

And whereas, the apprehension expressed by the Police is not vague or imaginary but is based on credible
ground-level intelligence inputs and past conduct of the counter petitioner;

And whereas, this Court has carefully perused the Information Report, the criminal antecedents, the submissions
of the petitioner and the explanation offered by the counter petitioner during enquiry;

And whereas, considering the gravity of antecedents, recent release from prison, reassertion of influence
through unlawful panchayats and the prevailing fear among residents preventing them from approaching law
enforcement authorities, this Court is satisfied that there exists sufficient material to form a reasonable belief that
the counter petitioner’s presence within this jurisdiction is prejudicial to public peace and tranquility;

And whereas, this Court is further satisfied that lesser preventive measures would not suffice and that
temporary externment from the jurisdiction is necessary to neutralize imminent threat and to restore confidence among
the general public;

Now, therefore, based on the reasons stated above I, A. Kumaran, Subdivisional Magistrate (South),
Puducherry, in exercise of powers conferred do hereby prohibit you under section 163(3) of BNSS from entering
into the Subdivisional Magistrate Court (South) Jurisdiction for two months from the date of this order or till any
further orders are passed by the Competent Authority revoking this prohibition as per law, whichever is earlier
except when you are summoned to attend the cases in any of the Courts in Puducherry. However, you may appear
either in person or by Pleader before the undersigned to represent against the order.

And whereas, it is reported that you have been involved in several grave criminal cases affecting human body
and property, including offences of unlawful assembly, rioting with deadly weapons, robbery, attempt to murder and
murder, registered in Puducherry and Tamil Nadu, namely:

And whereas, summons were duly served on you and the matter was posted for enquiry on 19-02-2026 and
26-02-2026; and you (Counter Petitioner) appeared before this Court on both the hearing dates. The Petitioner/Station
House Officer was also present and reiterated the contents of the Information Report laid under section 163 BNSS;

And whereas, during the course of enquiry, the petitioner specifically submitted that you are posing a serious
threat to public servants and law-abiding citizens in the locality and that recently you had criminally intimidated and

threatened the Junior Engineer (J.E.) of Mannadipet Commune Panchayat while he was carrying out official works within

his jurisdiction. It was stated that such intimidation was made in connection with public work being executed and that
your conduct created fear and obstruction in the discharge of official duties;
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And whereas, this Court has carefully considered the submissions made by the petitioner, the antecedents placed
on record, and the explanation offered by you. Though opportunity was afforded to you to rebut the allegations and to
assure this Court of your willingness to maintain peace and good behaviour, no convincing material has been produced
by you to dispel the reasonable apprehension of breach of peace expressed by the Police;

And whereas, it is pertinent to note that the allegations are not isolated in nature. Your criminal antecedents
reveal involvement in grave offences including unlawful assembly, rioting with deadly weapons, robbery and murder,
and you were earlier subjected to preventive detention under the Tamil Nadu Act 14 of 1982 as a “Goonda”. Preventive
proceedings under section 107 Cr.P.C. were also earlier initiated against you. The recurring pattern of involvement in
offences affecting public order demonstrates habitual conduct detrimental to public tranquility;

And whereas, the recent allegation of threatening a public servant, i.e., the Junior Engineer of Mannadipet
Commune Panchayat, Puducherry, while discharging official duties, assumes serious significance. Any act of intimidation
against public officials engaged in public works not only affects individual safety but also disrupts Governmental
functioning and undermines rule of law. Such conduct has the potential to create fear among other public servants and
the general public, thereby adversely affecting public order;

And whereas, the object of section 163 of the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, 2023 is preventive and not
punitive. The provision empowers the Executive Magistrate to take immediate preventive measures where there exists
sufficient ground for proceeding and where immediate prevention or speedy remedy is desirable to prevent obstruction,
annoyance, injury to any person lawfully employed, or disturbance of public tranquility. The materials placed before this
Court clearly establish reasonable grounds to believe that your presence within the jurisdiction is likely to result in
breach of peace and disturbance to public order;

And whereas, having regard to your antecedents, the gravity of past cases, the recent conduct of threatening
a Government official during execution of public work, and the apprehension expressed by the Police based on
ground-level inputs, I am satisfied that ordinary preventive measures would not suffice and that action under section
163(3) BNSS is warranted in the larger interest of maintaining public peace and order;

And whereas, this Court is of the considered opinion that your temporary removal from the Subdivisional
Magistrate (South), jurisdiction is necessary to prevent imminent breach of peace and to ensure smooth functioning of
public administration;

Now, therefore, based on the reasons stated above I, A. Kumaran, Subdivisional Magistrate (South), Puducherry,
in exercise of powers conferred do hereby prohibit you under section 163(3) of BNSS from entering into the Subdivisional
Magistrate Court (South), Jurisdiction for two months from the date of this order or till any further orders are passed by
the Competent Authority revoking this prohibition as per law, whichever is earlier except when you are summoned to
attend the cases in any of the Courts in Puducherry. However, you may appear either in person or by Pleader before the
undersigned to represent against the order.
